- Matthew 4:4.   We LIVE by God’s Word. 
- Matthew 7:24-27.   If we hear God’s Word and act upon it, we build up a 
firm foundation. 
- 2 Timothy 3:16.   Scripture is very practically useful in the most 
important aspects of the Christian life.  
- Hebrews 4:12.   Through God’s Word, we can recognize the sin in our 
hearts as sin indeed.
