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Quotations & Allusions
I. Quotations: Often, Biblical writers will quote other passages of Scripture for three reasons:
A. Three steps to recognize and use quotations:
Example One: Luke 4.16-21 & Isaiah 61.1-2

Example Two: John 19.31-37 & Exodus 12.43-47
II. Allusions: Allusions can be more difficult to find and benefit from an awareness of the Old Testament

Example One: Mark 12.1 & Isaiah 5.1-2

Example Two: The Covenant with Abraham
